A by-law to confirm the proceedings of the

Whereas according to Section 5 of the Municipal Act, 2001, c. 25 as it may be amended 

from time to time, the powers of The Corporation of the City of Burlington are to be 

exercised by the Council of The Corporation of the City of Burlington and municipal 

powers are to be exercised by by-law; and 

Whereas it is deemed expedient that the actions of the Council of The Corporation of 

the City of Burlington be confirmed and adopted by by-law; 

Now therefore the Special Council of the Corporation of the City of Burlington hereby 

enacts as follows: 

1. The actions of the Council of The Corporation of the City of Burlington in respect 

of:

(b) Each motion, resolution and other action passed and taken by the Council 

of The Corporation of the City of Burlington at this meeting are hereby 

adopted and confirmed as if same were expressly included in this by-law. 

2. The Mayor and the proper officials of The Corporation of the City of Burlington 

are hereby authorized and directed to do all things necessary to give effect to the 

action of the Council of The Corporation of the City of Burlington referred to in 

Section 1.
